Thursdays=Joyful; Fridays=Sorrowful; Saturdays=Glorious. Sunday’s Mysteries usually change throughout the
liturgical year, with the Joyful being prayed on the Sundays of Advent, Christmastide, and Time after Epiphany; the
Sorrowful being prayed on the Sundays of Septuagesima and Lent; and the Glorious on the Sundays of Eastertide
and Time after Pentecost.
